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Executive Summary:.Enrollment Management and Admissions leaders from all three 
universities will share highlights of the undergraduate university admissions landscape, including 
specific aspects of recruitment.

Katharine Johnson Suski is the Director of Admissions at Iowa State University. Prior to leading 
ISU’s admissions office, Suski was Director of Admissions at Southern Illinois University and 
worked in several other enrollment management roles there: admissions coordinator, campus 
visit coordinator, associate director of recruitment and interim director of undergraduate 
admissions.
